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The Colonials faced their toughest week in the schedule this season and came away with a 1-0-1 record to 
remain undefeated in league play. Their overall record of 6-0-1 currently gives them a half game lead over 
2nd-place Wissahickon (5-0-1). This week, PW hosts Upper Merion (Tuesday) and Springfield (Friday) at 
Green Valley CC while “sandwiching” in a non-league match with North Penn on Wednesday. The format for 
that contest will be 10-holes of match play. 
 
On Tuesday, PW’s V2 golf team played their second match of the season and dropped a 242-253 decision to 
Upper Dublin at Green Valley CC. Tyler Brown’s 48 was the low round for the Colonials while three other 
teammates had rounds of 50. The V2 record dropped to 1-1 and will not see action again until next week.

(41) and Nolan McMahon (43). That set up a showdown with undefeated Wissahickon 

(5-0) at PW’s Green Valley CC.  In a “ see-saw” battle that saw each team’s lead reversed after each foursome had finished 
their round, PW’s Dave Stufflet sank a crucial 8-foot par putt at the 9th hole to square the match at 213 for both teams. James 
Braunsberg’s 40 was low round for the Colonials, while the other five scores came from Lawler (42), Trevor Urban (43), Erik 
Koneski (44) and Dave Stufflet (44). The rematch with the Trojans is scheduled for September 22nd at Horsham Valley CC.
