PW’s co-captains Chris Lawler (41) and Harry Sulkes (42) were not far 
behind Braunsberg. Stephen Arnold, playing in his first varsity match (replacing the injured Nolan McMahon), 
carded a 44, while Trevor Urban shot a 45. On Tuesday, PW hosted 2nd place Upper Dublin at Green Valley. 
The “top guns” for PW were on their game as Braunsberg, Lawler and Sulkes all shot 40’s to lead PWHS to a 
201-219 thrashing of the Cardinals. Peter Hackenbrack shortened his backswing and carded a 42 on the front 
nine. Sophomore Trevor Urban completed the scoring for the Colonials with a 44 (despite a quadruple bogey 
on number 8). That gave PW a two-game lead in the standings and eliminated Upper Dublin’s title chances. 
 

That set up a showdown between the Colonials (10-0-1) and the Wissahickon Trojans (5-2-1), the only team to have tied PW this season. The setting 
was the par-33 front nine at Horsham Valley CC, home course for the Trojans.  Even though PW has more wins than Wissahickon, they are the only 

team to mathmatically have a chance to catch the Colonials. Twelve golfers shot under 
40, but Wissahickon edged PW 185-186 to give PW their first league loss of the season. 
Senior Chris Lawler almost carded a hole-in-one on the 8th hole en route to a 2-over par 
35. James Braunsberg shot a 36 while Harry Sulkes and Dave Stufflet both had 38’s. Eric 
Koneski and Peter Hackenbrack finished with 39’s. The Colonials can win the league with 
home wins over Cheltenham (September 27) and Methacton (October 5), since they have 
one less loss than Wissahickon. 
 

On Wednesday, the 1st Annual V2 Golf Tournament took place. Sophomore Vinny Greco 
carded a 47 to defeat runner-up Tyler Brown by two strokes. Freshman Shane Dolan 
used his new clubs to shoot a 50 & finish alone in third place. Other scores: Christian 
Koniewicz 51, Matt Rowe 52, Michael Witten 52, Dave Piacitelli 54 & Alex Spielman 57.
